Judging will be based on the quality of reporting, depth of informa-
tion presented and enterprise.

44.. IINNVVEESSTTIIGGAATTIIVVEE//AANNAALLYYTTIICCAALL SSTTOORRYY OORR SSEERRIIEESS
Recognizes the best single story or series of stories on a local subject
involving investigative, analytical or other in-depth reporting. Entries
in this category must go beyond the scope of hard news stories.
Judging will be based on the quality of reporting, depth of informa-
tion presented and enterprise.

55.. BBUUSSIINNEESSSS SSTTOORRYY
Recognizes the best single news or feature business story or stories on
a local topic appearing in a single issue. Judging will be based on style
and technique of writing, originality and enterprise.

66.. EEDDUUCCAATTIIOONNAALL SSTTOORRYY
Recognizes the best single news or feature education story or stories
on a local topic appearing in a single issue. Judging will be based on
style and technique of writing, originality and enterprise.

77.. RREELLIIGGIIOOUUSS SSTTOORRYY
Recognizes the best single news or feature story or stories on a local
religious topic published in a single issue. Judging will be based on
style and technique of writing, originality and enterprise.

88.. RREEPPOORRTTIINNGG OONN TTHHEE EENNVVIIRROONNMMEENNTT//SSCCIIEENNCCEE
Recognizes the best single news or feature story or stories on a local
topic dealing with the environment or science published in a single
issue. Judging will be based on style and technique of writing, origi-
nality and enterprise.

Recognizes the best single personality piece or profile of a local sub-
ject. Judging will be based on writing style, originality and extent to
which piece conveys subject’s character, style or purpose.

Recognizes the best single feature story measuring 1,000 words or less
on a topic of local interest published in a single issue.

Recognizes the best single feature story measuring more than 1,000
words on a topic of local interest appearing in a single issue.

Recognizes the outstanding single critique or review of a local theater,
dance or musical performance, gallery show, literary work, film, musi-
cal recording or other art form. Prize-winning entries should convey a
vital sense of the subject, effective writing style and depth of insight
and knowledge of the field.

Recognizes outstanding reporting on a topic related to food or dining.
Judging will be based on style and technique of writing, originality
and enterprise.

1155.. MMOOSSTT UUNNIIQQUUEE OORR UUNNEEXXPPEECCTTEEDD SSTTOORRYY
Recognizes the most unique, unexpected, humorous or creative sto-
ries of the year. Judges will consider quality of writing, originality and
enterprise.

1166.. SSPPOORRTTSS SSTTOORRYY
Recognizes outstanding reporting of a breaking story or a story or sto-
ries examining a local aspect of a trend in spectator or participatory
sports or general recreation published in a single issue. Judging will
be based on writing style, originality and enterprise, as well as the
ability to communicate to both sports fans and non-sports fans.

1177.. SSPPOORRTTSS FFEEAATTUURREE SSTTOORRYY
Recognizes an outstanding local feature story or personality piece
involving an organized sports or recreation program. Judging will be
based on technique and style of writing, originality and enterprise.

1188.. SSPPOORRTTSS CCOOLLUUMMNNIISSTT
Recognizes outstanding sports writing by a columnist. Judging will be
based on writing style, originality and insight. Each writer’s entry
should include three (3) different columns to be considered as a
whole. A sports columnist’s work should appear at least on a monthly
basis to qualify for entry in this category.

1199.. EEDDIITTOORRIIAALL WWRRIITTEERR
Recognizes outstanding editorial writing on local subjects. Each
writer’s entry should include three (3) different editorials to be con-
sidered as a whole.

Judging is
based on creativity, originality and accurate representation of story
content. Headlines MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY STORY.

Recognizes an outstanding special section written and produced
entirely by a newspaper’s staff on a particular topic or commemorat-
ing a local event, anniversary or observation. Prize-winning entries
should demonstrate good planning, strong writing and design.

Recognizes the best front page of one newspaper published during
the contest period. Judges will consider news content and organiza-
tion, use of photography, headlines, design and layout. 

3300.. BBEESSTT CCOOVVEERR
Recognizes the best cover of a publication designed to attract readers,
not necessarily to deliver news. Entrants may include magazines,
alternative newspapers or other qualified publications that appear at
least monthly. Section covers are not eligible. Judges will consider use
of photography, headlines, design and visual impact.
